Weighing Overview

A typical weighing operation will consist of
the ability to look in advance a fixing for a speci
fied date and time for the collection or delivery
of a commodity. Upon the vehicle arriving on
site the first action is to establish the type of
transaction which when entered will select the
appropriate weighing screen with a dialogue
specific to the activity being carried out

Once selected all known data will be retrieved
and the weighbridge operator will append any
additional transaction specific data. Once com-
pleted the operator selects to weigh. A window
will appear showing the current weight for con-
formation, an optional on site authority document
will be printed and the vehicle will be classed as
on site

During the time on site the status of the activity
will be available on a loading screen or on the
weighbridge on site browse. Once loaded or
unloaded the vehicle will return to the
weighbridge, all previous data will be retrieved
before a final weight docket is produced.
