Waste Management 
The weighing dialogue caters for all as-
pects of waste disposal, waste manage-
ment, skip management and product sales 
using an advanced multi-activity weigh-
ing dialogue. 
 
Integration between the weighbridge and 
skip orders allow skip activities to be 
charged based on a combination of skip 
charge plus weight and type of product 
deposited. 

Database 
An SQL Anywhere database as standard 
provides a robust platform for data stor-
age. Remote replication between head 
office and remote sites using a whole 
variety of transfer methods including: 
ftp, Email and file transfer. 

Weighing Dialogue 
The software includes an integrated weighing dialogue capable of communicating with any weighbridge manufacturers indicator. 
The dialogue is fully configurable and can cater for waste, scrap or product arriving on site, waste, hardcore and other products 
leaving site together with a public weighing facility. 
Skips returning to site are automatically identified and processed, both skip type and actual ship as identified is catered for as part 
of the dialogue. 
Provision is made for the tare weight of the vehicle with net weight corrections for skips arriving and leaving site. 

Internet 
In conjunction with your Internet provider the data can be made available across the Internet. Customer balance enquiry, skip 
activities and order progress monitoring can all be made available to your customers. 

Driver Terminal 
A variety of driver terminals can be 
directly or indirectly attached to the 
application. 
 

The Custom terminal contains a 4 line 
display, Ethernet interface, Super –
proximity reader, two inputs and four 
outputs. 

Camera

interfaced directly 
to the application 
and viewed on and 
off-line.

Skip Management 
Orders are taken by telephone; their postcode 
provides the delivery address and distance from 
the central office. The type of skip, date re-
quired and contact telephone number. Once 
completed the order is processed as part of a 
daily delivery list. All skip deliveries are avail-
able to view within the ordering dialogue. Addi-
tionally skips to be collected and overdue orders 
can also be viewed and printed. 
 
Once complete the order data is transferred to a 
complete table. The completed transaction and 
order tables are used to generate skip, waste and 
product sales invoices for account customers.  
 
All invoices can be generated on a daily, weekly 
or monthly basis and prior to printing can be 
viewed and amended, if required. The invoice 
format consists of a header containing the cus-
tomer data and a finite number of activities 
whether the details are skip, waste or product 
sales. Once the invoice has been produced the 
summary details can be posted to the site ac-
counts package, a ledger table ensures that the 
activity is posted to the correct table.   

Order file 
Skip orders are taken and entered into the system, the dialogue contains 
information with regard to the account, payment method, size, type and des-
tination for the skip to be delivered. Ample remarks are available to expand 
on the data entered. 
Pricing can be calculated based on the basic skip hire, delivery distance and 
haulage rate per mile, product deposited and it’s price per tonne, council 
notification and additional lighting costs. 
 
By entering the destination postcode the system will retrieve the address 
with the exception of the house number or name. 

Driver Sheets 
 Skip orders can be assigned to vehicles forming 
driver sheets based on specific day(s) and as-
signed to a vehicle, haulier and driver combina-
tion. 
 
All activities to be carried out are displayed on 
the right and the operator clicks to include the 
activity to the specific driver sheet. 
 
Once compiled the operator can choose to print 
out the worksheet. Assignments can be made in 

advance and will be stored until proc-
esses. 
 
Once a sheet has been completed and any 
changes required made. The operator can 
choose to process and thereby change the 
status of the order subject to the activity 
carried out. Orders that include weighing 
will have been processed automatically 
as part of the weighing dialogue.  

Bin rounds 
Bin round orders can be set-up and as-
signed to instruct the round vehicle to 
empty bins on a daily weekly or monthly 
basis. 
 

Driver sheets are printed in advance and 
following processing sent direct to invoic-
ing. 

Driver Sheets 
 Skip orders can be assigned to vehicles forming driver sheets based on spe-
cific day(s) and assigned to a vehicle, haulier and driver combination. 
 
All activities to be carried out are displayed on the right and the operator 
clicks to include the activity to the specific driver sheet.
